Purebred Trakehner foals, 

mares and stallions will have the 

opportunity to register directly 

into the Trakehner Verband 

studbookðan internationally 

recognized body. 

Assessments will be undertaken 

on the same basis as they are in 

Germany by Matthias Werner, 

official classifier for the Ver-

band. 

For the first time Trakehner 

owners will have the opportunity 

to find out how their horses 

compare to our German cous-

ins. 

Trakehners Australia also ad-

ministers the Trakehner Sport-

horse registry. 

Sporthorses include purebred 

geldings, partbreds with 25% or 

more Trakehner blood and other 

purebreds whose papers cannot 

be accepted by the Verband. 

Matthias is a fully qualified and 

experienced classifier not only 

of Trakehners but other  warm-

bloods.  Trakehners Australia 

(TA) is therefore opening  as-

sessments to other warmbloods. 

Assessments will be in-hand 

with optional ridden assess-

ment. 

Sashes will be awarded to both 

pure and partbreds. 

Registrations are being taken 

now so that a final itinerary for 

the tour can be created.   

Matthias will be in Australia for 

two weeks from 8 March 2010. 

Matthias (ǇǊƻƴƻǳƴŎŜŘΣ άaŀǘƛǎǎŜέύ  lives with his family in a 
small village 100km north of Frankfurt.  His family have been 
horse breeders for several generations.   

He has ridden from a young age, competing in dressage and 
showjumping up to M class.  He rode Gondola 2 whom his 
mother later put in foal to Kostolany to produce world super-
sire Gribaldi. 

Matthias has been classifying under Lars Gehrman who is the 
Verband Breeding Director and CEO also with many of the sen-
ior classifiers for the Verband.   

He is on the district mare committee for Hessen and is an offi-
cial "FN-Judge" for Germany so he judges other breeds in this 
role

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The Trakehner Verband (TV) recognise horses of proven Trakehner, Arabian and Thoroughbred breed-

ing ð no other type of warmblood or breed is permitted.  You will need to prove your horseôs breeding to 

at least 6 generations.  Trakehner horses should be registered with a recognized warmblood association 

(eg ACE, AWHA) and in some cases with the AHSA, you will be required to send in copies of these.  

Arabian and Anglo Arabians should be registered with AHSA or a warmblood association.  Thor-

oughbreds must have studbook (ASB) papers. 

Trakehners Australia advertised widely in 2009 for Trakehner owners to submit their horses pedigrees to 

the Trakehner Verband and many horses have been already been verified.  These horses are assured 

registration status.  While TA will endeavour to send papers to The Verband as promptly as possible for 

processing prior to the tour, there is no guarantee that this will occur prior to assessment, or is that they 

will meet the strict checks undertakenðif in doubt, it is advised to discuss any pedigree queries with our 

registrar/secretary.  Owners must understand that paying the costs listed below does not guarantee 

Verband acceptance if papers have not previously been cleared. Horses whose pedigrees are not ac-

cepted are, of course,  welcome to register in the Trakehner Sporthorse registry. 

The Verband costs listed below are converted from Euros at a rate of 1.7, slightly higher than current 

exchange to allow for fluctuations.  There remain some ambiguities regarding final costs that are cur-

rently being resolved with the Verband, further detail can be obtained via our Registrar.

The Trakehner Sporthorse: How Your Horse Qualifiesé 

Trakehners Australia recognize as Sporthorses pure bred Trakehner geldings, purebred other sex 

Trakehners whose papers have not been accepted by the Trakehner Verband and all horses of prov-

able breeding with 25% or more Trakehner blood. 

The Trakehner Sporthorse registry does not classify horses into different areas like some associations 

do with titles such as foundation mares, head studbook etc.  As a result Horses have to opportunity to 

be assessed by the Verband assessor and given scores for movement, conformation and rideability (if 

ridden) but not classified. 

Matthias Werner is a fully qualified assessor for breeds other than Trakehner so is well qualified to as-

sess partbreds with consideration for their non Trakehner breeding. 

Trakehners have produced spectacular performance horses when crossed with a variety of other 

breeds/warmblood types,  both here in Australia and internationally.  This tour offers an exciting oppor-

tunity to find out how our Sporthorses compare with their German cousins. 

Sporthorses will be awarded prizes in the same way that the purebreds are, please see the previous 

page on this information sheet for classes.
